Recap, Construction Start & Expectations
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phase 2 vertical (Block B)-Recap

In February 2022, BRIDGE was awarded $94.8M from HCD California 
Housing Accelerator for Potrero Phase 2, Block B.
• Construction financing will close in early July 2022
• Vertical construction will begin shortly thereafter in July 2022
• Construction completion estimated for July 2024
• Lease up and resident move ins to begin in July 2024 
• Relocation outreach will be conducted by Shanti prior to resident 

move.
